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Following last night's meeting of the Parish Council I write to OBJECT STRONGLY to the
amended planning application on the following grounds:-

. The Parish Council reiterates all the objections made in a letter dated 29thMay 2009, leading
to the conclusion that this rural site, in close proximity to the village, Primary School and
neighbouring sensitive receptors, is an inappropriate location for an Energy from
Waste Facility.

. The MAIN amendment is the proposed increase in height of the chimney stack to 40m, to
allow 'satisfactory dispersal' of the emissions from the incineration process, especially
Arsenic, and this would be an even more visually obtrusive element in the flat rural
landscape in the Vale of York.

. Concern is expressed at the comments from the Highways Authority. Presumably this is the
same Authority that did NOT support a proposed waste management facility on the western
side of Rudgate because of "poor accessibility". As the area is served by B Class, C Class
and unclassified roads, many with weight restrictions, the location is unsuitable for the
proposed large increase in HGV's, which these proposals would generate. To say that the
applicant has demonstrated conclusions different from those reached by Highway
engineers, and that these are accepted, is a cause of great concern to this Parish
Council.

. Concern is expressed at the Section 106 calculations as it is considered that they are totally
unrealistic and not feasible. The Highway Authority confirms that along Rudgate "the
carriageway is uneven in areas due to structural failure, resulting in poor ride quality..There
